ORDINANCE No. 182224
*Amend contract with GSI Water Solutions, Inc. for CERCLA and risk assessment technical assistance at the Portland Harbor Superfund site  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 36324)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In On September 7, 2005, Council approved Contract No.36324 a contract with GSI Water Solutions, Inc., formerly Groundwater Solutions Inc., to provide CERCLA and Risk Assessment technical services, supporting the City’s involvement in the CERCLA process at the Portland Harbor Superfund site, Ordinance No. 179552.

2. Ordinance No. 179552 authorized the contract for an initial one-year term with the Commissioner of Public Utilities authorized to execute amendments renewing the contract for up to four additional one-year terms, as long as the annual amendment amount did not exceed the original $280,000 contract amount by more than 20 percent.  Accordingly, the contract was renewed through October 26, 2007 for an additional $336,000.
3. Due to an aggressive schedule and workload for the Superfund sediment investigation, project milestones over the next few years include developing and reviewing the Remedial Investigation Report, the Feasibility Study and the Record of Decision.  In addition, services are needed to support City liability management efforts.
4. Due to this intense workload it is estimated that annual costs for the Contract No. 36324 will run $915,000 annually for the next two years. 

5. Contract No. 36324 is renewed through October 26, 2009, with an additional $915,000 for a new not-to-exceed total contract cost of $1,631,000.
6. Funds are available in Environmental Remediation Fund, FY 2008-09, Portland Harbor budget, Center Code 150-50-005, Account No. 521000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment with GSI Water Solutions, Inc., in a form substantially in accordance with the amendment attached as Exhibit A, for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $915,000.
b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Portland Harbor Superfund Site remedial investigation is ongoing, and City involvement in the CERCLA process is critical to a successful cleanup; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
