
ORDINANCE No. 182226
*Authorize the Bureau of Environmental Services to accept two $200,000 U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Brownfield Cleanup Funding Grants to perform environmental remediation on both hazardous waste and petroleum contaminated brownfield sites  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland is committed to encouraging the remediation of brownfield sites within the City.

2. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is making funds available to perform Brownfields site assessments and provide technical assistance at properties perceived to be contaminated with petroleum or hazardous materials.  

3. Assessments will provide information needed to protect human health and the environment in the communities around them when these properties are cleaned up and redeveloped.

4. The site assessments and technical assistance will be performed through the Portland Brownfields Program within the City of Portland. 
5. The EPA is awarding two grants to the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) to provide site assessments and technical assistance; $200,000 for sites perceived to be contaminated with petroleum and $200,000 for sites perceived to be contaminated with hazardous materials for a total of $400,000.  
6. No match is required for these grants.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to accept grant funding from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for two grants in the amount of $200,000 each for a total of $400,000 under Assistance Agreement Number BF-960241 and BF-96024002 and attached hereto.
Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the funding is contingent upon City acceptance within 21 days of receipt of the award notification dated August 28, 2008.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
