ORDINANCE No. 182230
Designate and assign two easements over property currently assigned to the Portland Parks and Recreation and the Bureau of Water Works to the Bureau of Technology Services for a communication tower at Council Crest Park  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Technology Services-Infrastructure and Engineering (BTS) is responsible for all communication infrastructure built by the City.  BTS operates a large tower at Council Crest Park that hosts a variety of antennas that provide emergency service communications for 911, fire, police and homeland security.
2. Due to structural weaknesses in the existing tower, a new tower is needed to meet the public safety communication needs for numerous government agencies.  These emergency communication needs are of paramount importance to the City and its residents.
3. Although the new tower will be located next to the existing tower, which will be dismantled, the new tower will be situated on property assigned to the Parks and Recreation Bureau ( PP&R) and Water Bureau; therefore, reallocation of bureau management responsibilities at Council Crest, as well as certain restoration actions by BTS at the completion of the tower replacement project are required.
4. The property currently managed by  PP&R and required for ongoing emergency communication purposes is described and depicted on Exhibits A-1 and A-2 hereto.
5. The property currently managed by the Water Bureau and required for ongoing emergency communication purposes is described and depicted on Exhibits B-1 and B-2 hereto.
6. As to the PP&R property, the intended long-term uses are not significantly different than current uses of the Council Crest Park property by BTS.
7. As to the Water Bureau parcel at Council Crest, the proposed uses will result in nominal impact to the real estate and functional value of the parcel.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

A. Except as provided for in Item D below, that certain property described and depicted on Exhibits A-1, A-2, B-1 and B-2 is hereby designated as easement area for emergency communication purposes and assigned to BTS for ongoing management. Rights and responsibilities transferred to BTS under this Ordinance include the right of reasonable access to the BTS easement areas and responsibility for maintenance of the easement areas. 
B. Council Crest Park property no longer needed by BTS as a result of the tower replacement project will revert to the PP&R for ongoing management purposes.
C. BTS will be responsible for repairing any and all damage to PP&R and Water Bureau assets resulting from the tower replacement project, with this obligation to include the following at a minimum:  PP&R irrigation systems, PP&R trees, Water Bureau mains or other water facility features and appurtenances, etc.
D. The Water Bureau will retain all management rights and responsibilities necessary to operate, maintain and improve its assets within the easement areas established by this Ordinance. 
E. In the event that the easement areas are no longer needed for communication purposes, the easements will terminate and all interests in the property will revert to PP&R and Water Bureau.
