
ORDINANCE No. 182237
*Authorize a $100,000 grant application to the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development to supplement funding for the Economic Opportunities Analysis as part of Goal 9 Periodic Review requirements for the State of Oregon (Ordinance).

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland Bureau of Planning (Planning) is requesting to apply for a Periodic Review Technical Assistance grant to perform an Economic Opportunities Analysis (EOA) which will account for new state Goal 9 provisions regarding short-term land supply, prime industrial land, and brownfield redevelopment, as well as account for national economic, social, and environmental policy shifts.  
2. The information and data derived from the EOA may be used to assist  Planning and the community to better implement local economic development objectives as well as to evaluate and develop supporting Comprehensive Plan policies.   

3. The Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) offers Periodic Review technical assistance grants for land use planning projects during the 2007-2009 biennium.  No local funding match is required for the grant.

4. The Periodic Review Technical Assistance grant would be used to hire a consultant.  A $100,000 grant is requested to pay for the consultant to perform the necessary analysis required by the State under Periodic Review.     
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to apply to DLCD for a grant with an application substantially in the form of Exhibit A, DLCD 2007-2009 Periodic Review Technical Assistance Grant, for funding during FY 2008-2009.  
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because receipt of the grant will enable prompt work in support of the City’s Comprehensive Planning updates, specifically the economic opportunities analysis needed to support the public discourse on economic development choices; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
