ORDINANCE No. 182245
*Authorize application to Metro for a Regional Travel Options grant in the amount not to exceed $100,000 for up to three Sunday Parkways projects in 2009  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Vision for the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) calls for a balanced, multi-modal transportation system where residents will have a broad range of safe and convenient transportation options and will frequently walk, bicycle, carpool, or ride public transit as their first choice of transportation.


2. Through its “Travel Options” grants program, Metro is soliciting projects from agencies that promote walking and bicycling in their communities.

3. Sunday Parkways is the concept of opening up a network of streets once a week to encourage healthy, active walking and cycling and has proven to be an effective means of promoting active transportation in several cities across the world.  In June 2008, a Sunday Parkways project in North Portland drew over 15,000 participants and garnered significant media coverage.  

4. The City of Portland and its partners are in the early stages of planning for up to three Sunday Parkways projects in 2009, which will promote walking and bicycling in Portland, and wish to apply for up to $100,000 in grant funds from Metro to support the projects.

5. Metro requires a 50% local match for Travel Options grants.  PDOT is able to provide the local match in the form of cash from community sponsors as well as salary, benefits, facilities and services to manage the Sunday Parkways projects.


6. The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimate for this project is 100% to be within the $100,000 grant amount. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized make application to Metro in the amount not to exceed $100,000.
b. The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurance as are required for the grant period. 

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the grant applications are due on October 8, 2008; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
