ORDINANCE No. 182265
*Authorize grant agreement with RailVolution to fund the ongoing commitment of the City to the mission and objectives of RailVolution  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
That RailVolution engages the public to build collaboratively a diverse coalition dedicated to building livable communities with transit, through education, advocacy and increasing overall federal, state, and local funds available for transit projects.
2.
That RailVolution has grown beyond Portland’s regional presence and is now a national forum.
3.
The City of Portland benefits directly from the fact that other communities view Portland as a leader in all aspects of public transportation and from its willingness to disseminate information via RailVolution to other interested parties related to multi-modal transit issues.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are authorized to execute a Grant Agreement with RailVolution for the purposes described in above Section 1, in the form of Exhibit A attached herein, in the amount of $20,000. 
b.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Office of Transportation when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because any unreasonable delay would impact RailVolution's ability to move forward with its obligations to the various transit systems; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
