ORDINANCE NO. 182269
*Authorize a sole source contract with Portland Community Media for $150,000 to provide video production services for the Bureau of Planning and the Bureau of Development Services and provide payment (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that: 

1. Since 1981, the City has contracted with Portland Community Media (PCM) to manage public, educational, and governmental ("PEG") access resources, including access channels, provided under the cable services franchise agreements and to provide community media and PEG services on a city-wide basis.

2. Through an intergovernmental agreement, the City has delegated responsibility to the Mt. Hood Cable Regulatory Commission ("MHCRC") to oversee the current grant agreement on behalf of the Office of Cable Communications and Franchise Management.  The grant agreement number 52904 expires in June 30, 2011.  Under this agreement, PCM produces and cablecasts City Council Regular Sessions, including Council work sessions (live form City Hall; videotaped other sites); City County Budget Sessions (live from City Hall; videotaped other sites); and Police Chief's Forum (videotaped).

3. The current grant agreement does not include video production services required to produce the Portland Planning Commission meetings and the Lunch & Learn presentations for the Bureau of Planning and the Bureau of Development Services, respectively.  Portland Community Media (PCM) has sole control of transmission of programming on Cable Channel 30.  PCM is the only firm that provides the ability to tape, produce and guarantee the airing of these meetings.  PCM performs all of the work and not use any sub consultants.

4. There are no firms listed on the Oregon State M/W/ESB Certified Firms Directory who can provide the level of video services production and provide guaranteed air time on Cable Channel 30.
5. This is a sole source contract that is being acquired as an exception to the policies and procedures identified PCC 5.68 and the PTE Manual.

6. The Bureau of Development Services now desire to enter into a formal contract in the sum of $150,000 through June 30, 2011. 

7. Funding for these video production services for FY2008-09 shall be requested through the Fall Budget Monitoring Process.  The bureau shall endeavor to provide for future funding for this contract.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute this sole source contract with Portland Community Media substantially similar to the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A at a cost not to exceed $150,000.

b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract from the Bureau of Development Services, Account 521000, Center Code 52011022.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to prevent delays in timely payments to the contractor, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
