ORDINANCE NO. 182270
*Authorize contract with the Columbia Corridor Association in support of the Columbia South Shore Well Field Wellhead Protection Program (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City’s Columbia South Shore well field is an emergency back-up and seasonal augmentation source of water for retail and wholesale customers comprising about one fourth of Oregon’s population.   The program was adopted in June 2003 to provide regulatory tools, outreach and education to local businesses and the community. 

2. Since 2003 the Columbia Corridor Association has successfully provided technical services, outreach and education to the regulated business community under a five-year sole source contract. Their services have included site visits, workshops, phone consultations, electronic and written communication, waste reduction strategies and training to assist businesses with program compliance. 
3. The City desires to enter into a formal contract for technical assistance, outreach and education for the regulated business community with the Columbia Corridor Association for a sum not to exceed $195,000 over five years.

4. The Formal Request for Proposal process was utilized for consultant selection to provide the opportunity for others to bid on the project. The Columbia Corridor Association was the sole bidder and has proven that they can successfully complete the work needed for this project.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner–in–Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City a contract with the Columbia Corridor Association, in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Mayor and Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the Water Bureau’s adopted budgets, Account 521000, Project No. 1902, Center Code 18098232, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.   The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would limit the contractor’s ability to proceed with activities planned to support the Columbia South Shore Wellhead Protection Program; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
