ORDINANCE No. 182271
*Authorize a grant to Linnton Community Center for operational costs. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Linnton neighborhood is two miles from the St. Johns Community Center; however, because of the St. Johns Bridge, the Linnton residents perceive themselves underserved by Portland Parks & Recreation.

2. The Linnton Community Center experiences financial difficulties and the loss of other funding to support their efforts.

3. The Linnton Community Center is in need of support to their facilities and programs. The purpose of this grant is to support the Linnton Community Center’s general operational costs.

4.
There is a need for on-going funding from the City to support the Linnton Community Center’s after school recreational and enrichment programs for youth. The Linnton Community Center will report to Portland Parks & Recreation how they use the grant funds, along with how many youth are served by the programs supported by this grant.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to pay the Linnton Community Center, which is a non-profit organization, a grant in the amount of $49,778 for fiscal year 2008-09.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid further delay in the provision of the Linnton Community Center general operations; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
