Authorize a Letter of Agreement – Grievance Settlement Agreement between with Portland Police Association providing for resolution of three grievances that address the City’s interpretation and application of the 95/5 cost-sharing provision of the parties’ July 1, 2006 – June 30, 2010 Collective Bargaining Agreement  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
For plan year 2004-05, active members of the PPA enrolled in a self-insured medical benefits plan called “CityNet”.  In July 2004, PPA filed a grievance alleging violation of Article 48 of the parties’ CBA.  The parties submitted the dispute to arbitration and an award was issued sustaining the grievance.

2.
The PPA has filed a similar grievance for each of the plan years 2005-06 (PPA#05-08, L/ER#05-043), 2006-07 (PPA#06-06, L/ER#2006-056), and 2007-08 (PPA#07-10, L/ER#07-102) (“the Grievances”).  Each grievance alleges a violation of Article 48.3.3, which establishes the 95/5 cost-sharing provision.

3.
The parties wish to bring this matter to final and complete closure, and it is in the best interests of the City to settle upon the terms set out as established in the Settlement Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Grievance Settlement Agreement between the City and the Portland Police Association in accordance with the Settlement Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to direct payment, subject to the appropriate withholding, as set out in the Settlement Agreement in the amount of $84,000.00 or 5% of the actual year-end 2007-08 PPA Health Insurance Fund balance, whichever is greater.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
