Authorize a Letter of Agreement with Portland Police Association authorizing continuation of the alternative 9/80 schedule for certain detectives in addition to the schedules already bilaterally adopted by the parties in their Collective Bargaining Agreement  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City and the Portland Police Association have allowed twenty particular detectives assigned to the Detectives Division to work an alternative schedule not otherwise authorized by the parties in their July 1, 2006 – June 30, 2010 Collective Bargaining Agreement.
2. Both parties wish to execute an agreement authorizing the alternate schedule for the twenty detectives currently on the schedule so long as they remain in their current assignment, but not for any other individuals within the bargaining unit.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Letter of Agreement between the City and the Portland Police Association in accordance with the Letter of Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
