ORDINANCE No. 182280
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to accept a Transportation Growth Management grant for the Central Eastside Employment Opportunity Subarea (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds that:
1. 
City Council passed Resolution No. 36501 on April 19, 2007 to authorize application to the Oregon Department of Transportation and the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development for several Transportation and Growth Management program grants in an amount up to $1,238,000.00, including the Central Eastside Street Plan;
2.  
The Central Eastside Street Plan will develop new right-of-way guidelines for the Employment Opportunity Subarea of the Central Eastside District of the Central City Plan.  It will identify needs for on-street truck loading and parking, identify access and circulation improvements for bicycle, pedestrian, and transit users, identify major access portals to and from the district, and integrate stormwater management facilities into the new right-of-way guidelines.
3.  
To achieve these goals, the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) will conduct a collaborative planning process that includes City-recognized neighborhood associations, area business associations, residents, business owners, property owners within the project area and adjacent communities, as well as relevant City Bureaus, and Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT).
4.
The total project budget is $130,650.  The amount of the reimbursable grant award is $116,278 with City providing match of $14,372 or 11% of the total project cost of $130,650.  Of this total project cost $73,650 will be used for consulting services. The remaining $57,000 will be used for staff expenses for the Office of Transportation.  The grant award will expire June 30, 2009.

5.
The level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is high.  Cost and work scope negotiations between PDOT staff, ODOT, and the consultant have been finalized.  

6.  
Grant funds are identified in the current FY08/09 budget.  Expenditures are appropriated in center code, 15909357.  Funds will also be appropriated via the City Grants fund, as federal dollars are being utilized.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into the Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation for the Central Eastside Street Plan Project, in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made a part hereof.   

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor are authorized to provide for payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the City Engineer.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding with the agreement would result in additional project delay and expense to the City; therefore, Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
