ORDINANCE No. 182281
* Authorize procurement of Calcium Magnesium Acetate Chemicals  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The condition of the City’s streets under less than optimal conditions necessitates that adequate measures be taken to ensure the safety of its resident on city streets.


2.
During icy winter conditions it is paramount that the City takes measures to assure the safety of city streets.  Additionally, it is important that the products used are environmentally sound.  

3.  
Around 1996, the City began to use Calcium Magnesium Acetate (CMA De-Icer) which is a pre-treatment for road surface used to avoid ice formation.  This product is predominately used on bridges, overpasses, and right-of-ways where icy road conditions are expected to occur.  The CMA product does not have an adverse reaction on many of the steel structures and is safe for use in environmentally sensitive watershed areas where a chloride based compound might be an issue.  

4.
Past usage of the CMA treatment in maintaining the city streets in a safe and effective manner during the winter months have proven to be a highly successful strategy as well as being environmentally safe.
5.
It is in the best interest of the citizens of the City of Portland to acquire the chemical CMA as a pre-treatment for road surfaces and to provide an on-going contract with which to assure continuous access to the product.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Purchases Bureau shall move forward under the guidelines of Section 5.33 of the Portland City Code in acquiring the necessary supplies for a five-year term with a not to exceed value of $2,500,000. 

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because if the supply of the chemicals is interrupted it could impact the safety of the citizens; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
