Authorize a Letter of Agreement with City of Portland Professional Employees Association authorizing the City to hire retirees into bargaining unit positions subject to limitations and to modified employee rights under the parties’ Collective Bargaining Agreement  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Article 1 – Recognition and Schedule A of the City and COPPEA’s July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2010 Collective Bargaining Agreement identify job classifications in which employees are unit members, but the parties’ CBA does not address unit member status or labor agreement entitlements for rehired PERS retirees.
2. There are instances where the rehiring of retirees is mutually beneficial to the City and COPPEA, and both parties wish to execute an agreement expressly addressing rehired PERS retirees’ unit member status and labor agreement entitlements.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Letter of Agreement between the City and the Portland Police Association in accordance with the Letter of Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
