
ORDINANCE No. 182291
*Authorize the Bureau of Environmental Services to accept a grant for $24,351 for the Columbia Slough Confluence Habitat Enhancement Project from the Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region in general and the Bureau of Environmental in particular.

2. The Columbia Slough Watershed Council identifies restoration of the confluence area as an important restoration action in the lower Columbia Slough; Top-priority Project Number 3  – Improve Lower Slough Fish Habitat to improve off-channel refugia and rearing habitat for juvenile salmonids in the Lower Willamette Basin (Columbia Slough Action Plan, June 2003).
3. WIF funds are providing $100,000 in FY 2009 for pre-design and design activities for the Columbia Slough Confluence Habitat Enhancement Project.  The project is being managed by the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES).

4. The Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership (LCREP), in partnership with NOAA, offers federal grant funding for restoration and enhancement projects that benefit fish. BES applied for and was awarded grant funds for 8 acres of wetland and riparian enhancement. Project activities will engage many citizens in environmental stewardship of the watershed. 

5. LCREP/NOAA requires a minimum 50% match for projects and typically funds projects at a level of $25,000-$150,000.  Local match in the amount of $28,000 will be provided by funds   located in the FY 2008/2009 BES CIP budget pending approval in FY 2008/2009 budget (center code 145-32-110, project #8895).
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to accept grant funds for the Columbia Slough Confluence Habitat Enhancement Project from LCREP. 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because to delay accepting these funds would deprive citizens of the benefits these grant funds will provide.  Therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
