ORDINANCE No. 182295
*Authorize Management Agreement with Pioneer Courthouse Square, Inc., an Oregon non-profit corporation, to operate and manage the Pioneer Courthouse Square  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
Pioneer Courthouse Square, Inc. (PCS) has successfully managed Pioneer Courthouse Square, a City park, on behalf of the City for over twenty years, with its volunteer trustees providing countless hours of professional direction to the organization.  An excellent indicator of PCS’s management success was the recent naming of Pioneer Courthouse Square as one of the top ten public squares in the nation.
2.
The previous management agreement expired June 30, 2001 and was not renewed for a variety of reasons, including confusion regarding the termination date.  In the meantime, City Council continued to approve annual appropriations reimbursing PCS for certain costs, as intended by the expired agreement.

3.
It remains in the best interest of the public that the Square be managed by a PCS and its board of trustees, which is made up of representatives from the downtown business community and the general public.  

4.
PCS and Portland Parks and Recreation have completed negotiations for a new management agreement which authorizes PCS to continue to manage the Square on the City’s behalf in accordance with terms and conditions which ensure that the Square will be managed as an urban park, for the benefit of the City’s residents and visitors to the City.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner in Charge of the Parks is authorized to execute a management agreement with Pioneer Courthouse Square, Inc. for management and operation of the Pioneer Courthouse Square.  Such agreement shall be in a form generally like the form of agreement attached hereto, as approved as to form by the City Attorney.


Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay will cause an unnecessary financial hardship for Pioneer Courthouse Square, Inc.; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
