Authorize a Letter of Agreement with Portland Fire Fighters Association authorizing application of the payroll smoothing process currently authorized for 52.08-hour per week unit members to 42-hour per week unit members assigned to the Fire Inspector series  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland and the Portland Fire Fighters Association are parties to a Collective Bargaining Agreement, the term of which is July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2010.

2. Article 25 of the CBA Agreement provides for a payroll smoothing process by banking hours and paying unit members assigned 52.08-hour schedules an equalized bi-weekly schedule of approximately 104.16 hours.

3. The City, by and through Portland Fire & Rescue, and the Portland Fire Fighters Association have allowed PF&R to also utilize such a payroll smoothing process for unit members in the Fire Inspector series assigned to 42-hour schedules (Fire Inspector series), using an equalized bi-weekly schedule of 84 hours.
4. The parties have not executed a formal Letter of Agreement authorizing application of the payroll smoothing process to unit members in the Fire Inspector series assigned to 42-hour schedules.  The parties conclude that it is mutually beneficial to authorize the continued availability of the payroll smoothing process to unit members in the fire Inspector series assigned to 42-hour schedules

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Letter of Agreement between the City and the Portland Fire Fighters Association in accordance with the Letter of Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
