Authorize a Letter of Agreement with AFSCME, Local 189-District Council of Trades to pay Parking Enforcement Officers a five percent premium for actual hours worked on special projects that are duties outside of the job description  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Representatives of the City and DCTU have signed a Letter of Agreement that provides a special project premium of Five Percent (5%) for the Parking Enforcement classification.

2. In order to facilitate SAP blueprinting and configuration and to the Parking Enforcement Officers’ benefit, the City and DCTU have a shared interest in maintaining the historic payment of the Five Percent (5%) special projects premium.
3. Except as modified by the specific provisions of the Letter of Agreement, all other terms and conditions remain as provided in the 2006-2010 Collective Bargaining Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Letter of Agreement between the City and the DCTU in accordance with the Letter of Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
