ORDINANCE NO. 182311
*Authorize the Portland Water Bureau to acquire fee ownership of  property located at 3733 SE 100th Ave needed to expand the Portland Emergency Coordination Center  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Department of Homeland Security TOPOFF exercise conducted in October of 2007 demonstrated that the current Portland Emergency Coordination Center (ECC) located at the Bureau of Emergency Communication’s (BOEC) 9-1-1 Call Center facility does not meet the City’s needs to effectively manage a major disaster.

2. To meet the City’s current and future needs in the event of a major disaster, it is desirable to expand the existing BOEC campus to accommodate an adequate, functional, multi-use emergency management facility.  This facility requires enough space to accommodate BOEC, Portland Office of Emergency Management (POEM), Portland Water Bureau (PWB) and Bureau of Maintenance (BOM) emergency operation centers and Multnomah County Emergency Management Division.

3. Expansion of the existing ECC requires acquisition of certain private property interests to meet minimum space requirements.

4. Negotiations for the acquisition of 3733 SE 100th Avenue, Portland Oregon 97266, legally described as “The North half of Lot 7, Block 1 of the plat of Betts Park Subdivision on record with Multnomah County, State of Oregon” (Subject Property) have resulted in a willing buyer/willing seller agreement for the purchase of said property for consideration totaling $375,500 plus closing costs.  

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute on behalf of the City a Real Estate Sale Agreement (Exhibit A) and all documents necessary to purchase and accept title to the property described herein.  This property will be an asset of the Water Fund.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver a payment of $375,500 plus closing costs for the purchase of the described property. This payment shall be charged to the FY 2008-09 Budget, Water Fund Account 561000, Project 1229, Center Code 18089914, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because the seller of the subject property will utilize compensation from this transaction to secure replacement housing.  Therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
