ORDINANCE No. 182316
*Authorize a contract with Berger/Abam Engineers, Inc. for engineering, permitting, and construction administration for the repair and partial replacement of the Circle Avenue Bridge  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:


1.
The Circle Avenue Bridge, a pedestrian, bicycle, and emergency-vehicle bridge spanning Johnson Creek, has been declared unsafe to all users because certain structural bents are no longer bearing on ground; if overloaded the bridge may move laterally and collapse into the stream.  The severe storms of late 2007 contributed to this unsafe condition.

2.
Berger Abam Engineers, under a Portland Parks & Recreation [PP&R] flexible services contract, has prepared an investigative report outlining requirements for repair of the Circle Avenue Bridge and identifying three alternatives.

3.
PP&R evaluated the alternatives and presented them to the Pleasant Valley Neighborhood Association and to the "Streamlining Committee", comprised of various federal, state and local environmental and wildlife reviewing agencies.  A logical choice was made to recommend the middle option that would replace part of the bridge - the bents that cause the seasonal log pile-ups - and renovate the remainder of the bridge.

4.
PP&R has been authorized by the Bureau of Purchasing to enter into a direct contract with Berger Abam Engineers to complete the engineering, permitting, and construction administration for the Circle Avenue Bridge project, in accordance with PCC 5.68.100.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a) The Commissioner of Parks is authorized to execute an agreement between Berger Abam Engineers and the City of Portland, as per the agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by this reference made a part hereof, for a not-to-exceed cost up to $123,832.
b) The Director of Parks and Recreation or her designee is authorized to give any notices or acceptances, to take any action, and, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, to execute on behalf of the City any document necessary to protect the City's rights or carry out the City's responsibilities under the Agreement.
c) The Commissioner of Parks and Recreation and the Auditor are hereby authorized to provide for payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the appropriate authorities.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid further delay in executing this PTE Agreement which will adversely impact the City’s ability to meet the schedule for the improvement project; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
