ORDINANCE No. 182320
*Authorize application to the Department of Homeland Security for a grant in the amount of $9,681,010 to plan for chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and explosive events through training and equipping first responders  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council Finds: 

1. The Department of Homeland Security is providing financial assistance to selected urban areas through the FY 2008 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP); to support activities such as planning, equipment, training, and exercises to address critical resource gaps identified in the assessments and priorities outlined within each States’ Homeland Security Strategy.   
2. The State of Oregon has designated Portland as the core urban area in the State of Oregon and the Office of Emergency Management has served as the administrative agency for the Urban Areas Security Initiative Grant program since FY 2003.
3. Funds will be used for enhancing the capabilities and strategy needed to prepare for, prevent, protect against, respond to, and recover from the many threats facing the region.

4. The City of Portland Office of Emergency Management will administer the Grant for the PUA.  The City of Portland facilitates the UASI grant process, to oversee and track equipment procurement, develop Requests for Proposals and provide technical assistance in securing contracts, prepare fiscal reports and ensure compliance with state and federal requirements.
5. City Code requires that grant applications be approved by ordinance prior to submission. Because no ordinance has approved the application, the Office of Emergency Management is resubmitting to Council for approval by ordinance.
6. There is no financial match requirement for this Grant.

NOW THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a. The Mayor and Portland Office of Emergency Management are authorized to apply for the grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security for the amount of $9,681,010.
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists in that any delay in the application for this grant will result in losing the opportunity for funding these activities; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
