ORDINANCE No. 182332
* Accept a 2008 Bulletproof Vest Partnership grant from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance for $21,536  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The U.S. Department of Justice (USDOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) makes awards for Bulletproof Vest Partnership programs.  

2. The City of Portland, Oregon Police Bureau has been awarded funding for body armor for law enforcement officers.  The funding will provide for 64 replacement and new hire vests in Fiscal Year 2009.  
3. The U.S. Department of Justice will reimburse the City of Portland, Oregon Police Bureau a maximum of $21,535.57 for expenses incurred for the purchase of body armor.  The grant period is April 1, 2008, through September 30, 2010.

4. The grant requires a 50 percent match ($21,535.57), which will be funded with existing Police Bureau FY0809 General Fund appropriation within the Bureau.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to accept this grant from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance.

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in accepting this grant could prevent or delay the award of program funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
