* Accept $75,000 from the Oregon Association Chiefs of Police for a Traffic Safety Belt enforcement program grant for officer overtime  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1.
The Oregon Dept. of Transportation (ODOT) Traffic Safety Division has made grant funds available through the Oregon Association Chiefs of Police (OACP) Traffic Safety Belt enforcement program again this year. The grant funds the enforcement of traffic safety belt laws.  

2.
The Portland Police Bureau wishes to accept funding to participate in the on-going enforcement of the Traffic Safety Belt enforcement program and receive overtime reimbursement from the OACP grant.  
3.   OACP will reimburse the City of Portland for overtime hours worked under this grant 

      program at a rate of $40.00 per hour for a total of $75,000.  
4.   The grant match requires two hours straight time enforcement for every one hour of overtime 

      worked enforcing traffic safety belt laws.

5.   The grant period is October 1, 2008, through September 30, 2009.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to accept this grant from the Oregon Association Chiefs.
Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in not receiving funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
