ORDINANCE No. 182337
* Accept a $40,000 Victims of Crime Act grant from the Oregon Department of Justice Crime Victims' Assistance Section for Crisis Response Team personnel expenses  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1.
The Oregon Department of Justice (ODOJ) is the designated agency for the administration of Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) funds in Oregon.  The ODOJ Crime Victims' Assistance Section makes awards to organizations that provide direct services to victims of crime.  The money for these grants comes from the Crime Victims Fund, a special fund into which fines and penalty assessments are collected from convicted federal offenders.
2.
The ODOJ Crime Victims’ Assistance Section will reimburse the City of Portland a maximum of $40,000 to provide services to victims of crime.  The grant funding period is October 1, 2008, through September 30, 2009.  
3.
The City of Portland, Oregon Police Bureau wishes to accept the VOCA funds to pay a portion of the personnel expenses for the Crisis Response Team's Senior Administrative Specialist/Volunteer Coordinator position.  
4.
The grant requires a cash match of $10,000, which will be funded with existing Police Bureau FY0809 General Fund appropriation within the Family Services Division.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to accept this grant from the Oregon Department of Justice Crime Victims’ Assistance Section.
Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may result in not receiving the funding.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
