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ORDINANCE No. 182338
Authorize the Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services to execute Intergovernmental Agreements with the Northwest Service Academy to support the goals fo the Watershed Management Plan  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. On April 6, 1990, the Council adopted the Clean River Program. Major elements of that program were environmental partnerships, outreach, and education. 
2. On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan, which describes actions for watershed health, including citizen led activities such as sustainable stormwater management, revegetation, education, community involvement, and stewardship. 
3. As an AmeriCorps national service program, the Northwest Service Academy (NWSA) conducts environmental restoration, provides environmental education, and develops community leaders by providing service opportunities for members. The Bureau of Environmental Services often partners with NWSA on projects and programs in support of the goals of the Watershed Management Plan. The Northwest Service Academy has been participating in the City’s Community Watershed Stewardship Program since 1999.
4. The established aggregate cost is not to exceed $50,000 annually, for five fiscal years (FY 08-09, FY09-10, FY10-11, FY11-12, and FY12-13).  Funds are available in the Bureau of Environmental Services Sewer System Operating Fund FY 2008-09 Budget [145-32-008, 145-32-040, and 246-51-001].  Additional funding for fiscal year 2009-10 through 2012-13 will be requested in future annual budget processes.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a) The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services is authorized to execute Intergovernmental Agreements, in substantially the same form as Exhibit A attached herein, in individual amounts not to exceed $10,000 and an annual aggregate amount not to exceed $50,000, with the Northwest Service Academy for the purpose described in Section 1. 
b) The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services is authorized to execute amendments to these agreements to extend the term or the amount, provided that such amendment does not adjust the agreement amount to exceed $10,000 or the annual aggregate amount not to exceed $50,000.

c) The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
