ORDINANCE No. 182339
*Amend contract with Oregon Department of Transportation for replacement of the North Vancouver Avenue Bridge over the Columbia Slough  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52233)
The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Council passed Ordinance No.178349 on April 28, 2004, authorizing the Mayor and Auditor to enter into Contract No. 52233 with the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) providing for replacement of three City owned bridges using funds from the 2003 Oregon Transportation Investment Act.  
2.
Unspent funds from this Act returned from various local agencies around the state are now available to provide funding for additional projects. Funding to replace North Vancouver Avenue Bridge has been approved by Oregon Transportation Commission in sequence with other local agency bridge projects as the unspent funds become available.

3.
The North Vancouver Avenue Bridge has been identified by the Portland Office of Transportation as a high priority for replacement due to advanced deterioration and weight restriction.  A recent fire damaged to the bridge, further reducing the vehicle weight restriction to 8 tons. 
4.
This project is funded 100% by the 2003 Oregon Transportation Investment Act (OTIA) program. There are no local matching funds required. 
5.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is moderate.  ODOT has prepared a detailed analysis of the project scope to establish the funding level.
6.
The Project will begin preliminary engineering (plan development) stage in the second half of FY 08/09.
7.
ODOT has prepared an amendment to Contract No. 52233 for City approval and execution. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment to Contract No. 52233 with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to this ordinance, and by this reference made a part hereof.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in executing this amendment would delay construction and the related benefits to be derived from completion of this project; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
