ORDINANCE No. 182340
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation to receive $1,934,000 grant from the Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program for design engineering and construction of the St Johns Pedestrian/Freight Project Phase I  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
In 2001, Council adopted the St Johns Truck Strategy, a multi-phased package of street improvement projects to address freight mobility and neighborhood livability issues in the St Johns community.  In 2005, Council adopted the St Johns/ Lombard Plan to support revitalization and development of the St Johns Town Center.
2.
The Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) was awarded a $1,934,000 grant from the Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program in 2004 to implement elements from the St Johns Truck Strategy and the St Johns/ Lombard Plan.  
3.
Since the summer of 2007, the Portland Office of Transportation has been working with a citizens advisory committee and a technical advisory committee to refine design concepts from both plans in preparation for design engineering.  The project will improve pedestrian crossing safety at several locations and improve freight mobility on the designated freight route through upgrades to the signal system and turning radii at three corners.  The recommendations are supported by the St Johns Neighborhood Association, St Johns Boosters and Portland Freight Advisory Committee.
4.
The total cost for engineering and construction of the project is estimated at $2,154,000. The total grant amount is $1,934,000.
5.
The match amount is $220,000 which is currently in PDOT’s budget.

6.
The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is low, because the project has not yet been engineered.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made part hereof.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists so engineering and the overall schedule of the project can proceed without delay; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
