Intergovernment Agreement No. 37754

Amendment No. 2

The above referenced Intergovernment Agreement (IGA) between the City of Portland (City), acting by and through its Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD), Multnomah County, acting by and through its Department of County Human Services (DCHS), and Housing Authority of Portland (HAP) is hereby amended as follows:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Item No. 1. “Effective Date and Duration” and item No. 3. “Consideration” are deleted in their entirety and replaced to read:

1. Effective Date and Duration.

This IGA is effective from the date of the execution by all parties.  Unless earlier terminated or extended, this IGA shall expire when HAP’s and Multnomah County’s completed performance have been accepted by BHCD or June 30, 2009 whichever date occurs first.

3. Consideration.

· BHCD agrees to pay HAP a sum not to exceed $920,000 as allocated in Exhibit B.

· BHCD agrees to pay Multnomah County a sum not to exceed $94,418 as allocated in Exhibit B.

EXHIBIT A:
STATEMENT OF WORK

Multnomah County, DCHS section is deleted in its entirety and replaced with:

1. Program Development
DCHS will work with BHCD, HAP and schools to develop the processes and protocols for the Schools Families Housing Stabilization Fund.  This will include defining an allocation amount and process, defining case plan process and subsequent forms such as intake, action plans, etc.

2. Case Management Staffing
DCHS shall provide case management services through Touchstone staffing 9-10 FTE at 11 participating schools.  Touchstone staff will identify families in need of stabilization funds and request funding through the defined process.  The specific schools will be identified jointly by BHCD and DCHS with input from the school districts.

DCHS shall also provide deeper case management services for the period of mid June, 2008 to the end of August, 2008.  This particular staff shall work with open clients, complete follow-ups, close cases, submit School Family Housing intakes/paperwork, track payments, complete Short Term Rental Assistance entry, and offer on-going case management.

3. Staff Supervision
DCHS Regional managers will supervise Touchstone staff to ensure quality services, compliance with model and data collection.

4. Reporting and Programming Recommendations
DCHS will provide basic data from the Touchstone Service Point Assessment that will include numbers served, demographics for served, types and amounts of services, and any outcome measures we collect pertinent to the Touchstone Assessment.  In addition, DCHS will share aggregate academic and attendance data for these families when it is available from Portland Public Schools. BHCD and HAP will be responsible for STRA data including #’s served, demographics for served, types and amounts of service and any outcome measures related to housing retention.

5. Funding Amount

BHCD shall reimburse Multnomah County / DCHS the amount not to exceed $94,418 for providing the additional work of deeper case management services.
