ORDINANCE No.   182350
* Authorize procurement of emergency medical supplies to treat patients and other response incidents  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) responds to approximately 47,000 emergency medical incidents each year. A vast majority of these incidents require the use of a variety of medical supplies in order to treat the patients encountered during EMS and other emergency response incidents.
2. The changing demographics of the City indicate that EMS responses will continue to rise and EMS costs will continue to increase proportionately.  In order to effectively respond to the multitude of emergency responses and be prepared for the unknown emergencies, it is paramount that the PF&R have the supplies and equipment capable of handling any situation. 

3. Over the past five years, the PF&R has spent an average of $340,000 each year for emergency medical supplies.  With the rising costs associated with these supplies, it is anticipated the PF&R will spend approximately $365,000 during the coming year.
4. It is in the best interest of the citizens of the City of Portland to acquire the EMS supplies and to provide an on-going contract with which to assure PF&R with continuous access to the necessary medical supplies.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Bureau of Purchasing shall move forward under the guidelines of Section 5.33 of the Portland City Code in acquiring the necessary supplies for a five-year term with a not to exceed value of $1,825,000.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because if the cache of emergency medical services supplies is interrupted it could impact the safety of citizens; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
