ORDINANCE No.  182355 AS AMENDED
Authorize the Bureau of Housing and Community Development to contract for winter

warming centers for families and the medically vulnerable and provide funding to support

existing winter shelter  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Winter warming centers are necessary to provide night shelter to families, the medically vulnerable, and homeless adults during winter months.

2. Winter warming centers are essential to the safety and health of homeless people in our community.

3. Winter warming centers that are available to families, teens, pregnant women, and medically vulnerable adults are a key need in our community.

4. Multnomah County has committed $100,000 to family-focused winter warming centers.

5. Winter shelters for the general homeless population have been previously authorized by the City Council.

6. An increase in funding for winter shelter is necessary to accommodate increased efforts by service providers to assist homeless men and women with treatment and housing services.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. The Bureau of Housing and Community Development shall contract with a provider or providers of winter warming centers.

b. Up to $200,000 shall be made available to the Bureau of Housing and Community Development from the General Fund Contingency for the purpose of contracting for winter warming center services that prioritize families, teens and the medically vulnerable.

c. Up to $42,000 shall be made available to the Bureau of Housing and Community Development from the General Fund Contingency to support men’s and women’s shelter programs.

d. The Bureau of Housing and Community Development and the Bureau of Purchases shall identify the most expeditious route for the execution of these contracts.
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
