ORDINANCE No. 182360
* Authorize a grant agreement with Camp Fire USA not to exceed $88,434 to provide out-of-school-time programming to City of Portland youth (Ordinance).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1.
Camp Fire USA is one of the nation's leading not-for-profit youth development organizations, currently serving nearly 750,000 children and youth annually.
2.
Camp Fire’s after-school programs play a critical role in supporting the academic, social, and civic success of youth in the City of Portland.
3.
Camp Fire’s school based program serves children with its 6 core values:

I. Academic Enrichment, providing students with 30 minutes of academic in-class support

II. Life-skills & Leadership Development, daily activities designed to increase confidence, compassion for peers, communication & conflict-resolution skills, and a heightened sense of themselves as leaders.

III. Service-Learning, youth created projects to help improve the community.

IV. Mentoring, Camp Fire provides caring adult mentors to work in small groups with youth to help develop confidence and self-esteem, and reinforce the importance of making positive choices.

V. Environmental Education, Camp Fire uses its nationally developed curricula to teach youth about their environment.  Activities and lessons happen both in the classroom and in the community, including trips to Camp Namanu.

VI. Recreation, Youth participate in daily recreational activities that are both structured (team games like soccer, ultimate Frisbee, tennis, etc) and unstructured (free play).
4.
Camp Namanu is a critical site for Outdoor School programming.
5.
Program services will focus on academic achievement and enrichment, service-learning, and life-skills & leadership development.
6. Camp Fire serves 253 youth per year in Centennial School district, and an additional 3500 city youth through other programming.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety is hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $88,434 in one-time funds to Camp Fire USA substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this Ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow Camp Fire USA to expeditiously proceed with procuring appropriate services would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
