ORDINANCE No. 182370
*Adopt the State of Oregon, 2008 Editions of the Oregon Plumbing Specialty Code, the Oregon Electrical Specialty Code, and the Oregon Residential Specialty Code; amend City Code to reflect revisions in Oregon State Building Programs and correct errors in City Code Flood Regulations to comply with Metro Title 3 flood plane requirements (Ordinance; amend Titles 24, 25 and 26)

The City of Portland Ordains:

Section 1. The Council Finds:

1.
The City serves as the local administrator for State Building Codes, pursuant to ORS 455.150.  Therefore, the City must adopt the following 2008 Editions of State Building Codes: Oregon Plumbing Specialty Code; Oregon Electrical Specialty Code; and Oregon Residential Specialty Code.  The City Council has previously adopted these codes by reference in Portland City Code Titles 24, 25, and 26.

2.
Requirements for the construction of “low-rise” apartment buildings, formerly held in the 2005 Oregon Residential Specialty Code, were transferred to the 2007 Oregon Structural Specialty Code.  As such, the references to and specific adoption of portions of Appendix N are no longer required with the adoption of the 2008 Oregon Residential Specialty Code and should be eliminated from the Oregon Residential Specialty Code adoption language.

3.
The City is responsible for complying with METRO Title 3 requirements as they relate to activities in the flood plane.

4.
In 2000, provisions of Chapter 24.50 were changed in conjunction with the adoption of the City erosion control manual to require that various areas meet the balanced cut and fill provisions.  In error, areas of the City were included in the provisions that were not intended to be addressed by the METRO Title 3 requirements.

5.
The changes included herein correct that error and oversight, thereby bringing the City provisions inline with those of the METRO Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council Directs:

a. Portland City Code Titles 24, 25 and 26 are amended as provided in Exhibit A. 

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because City Code has not adopted the revisions in the State of Oregon, 2008 Editions of the Oregon Plumbing Specialty Code, the Oregon Electrical Specialty Code, and the Oregon Residential Specialty Code that took effect on April 1, 2008; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
