ORDINANCE No. 182375
Authorize two Intergovernmental Agreements with the Housing Authority of Portland to receive funds for partial renovation of the small gymnasium at University Park Community Center and receive funds to expand programs  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland and the Housing Authority of Portland have collaborated in the development of the community campus shared between University Park Community Center (UPCC) and the New Columbia Neighborhood.  

2. The Bureau of Parks and Recreation (PP&R) owns and operates UPCC and adjacent University Park.  UPCC has just completed a major addition and renovation funded from the 2002 Parks Levy and a grant from the federal UPARR.  

3. Due to budget constraints, the existing, smaller gymnasium was not included in that renovation.  Since that gymnasium will be available as a “community room” for HAP,  PP&R and HAP have agreed to share in the cost to upgrade that small gym.

4. Based on previous cost estimates it was established that PP&R would contribute $600,000 towards the renovation and that the HAP share would be $300,000.

5. PP&R already has completed its share of the renovation work.  HAP has approved funds to fulfill its part of the obligation.  HAP has designated that of its share, no more than $200,000 should go towards the renovation, and at least $100,000 should go towards expanded programming, to be transferred via two Intergovernmental Agreements (IGA).

6. Through the first IGA, HAP will transfer $200,000 to a PP&R-designated construction account.  This Ordinance authorizes also a second IGA to transfer $100,000 for expanded programming.

7. The City and HAP acknowledge that they have authority to enter into this Agreement pursuant to the powers contained in their respective charters and in ORS 190.010.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a. The Commissioner in Charge of Parks is hereby authorized to execute an IGA with HAP in accordance with the Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

b. The Commissioner in Charge of Parks is further authorized to negotiate and execute an IGA with HAP for HAP to pay the City an additional $100,000 for expanded programming, once that IGA is approved as to form by the City Attorney.
