ORDINANCE NO.  182376 AS AMENDED
* Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County to fund treatment services and alternatives to prostitution.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1. The Council finds:


1.
In 2007 City Council allowed the Prostitution and Drug Free Zones ordinance to sunset.      


2.
City Council increased funding for the Service Coordination Team to develop a comprehensive, problem-solving model to address root causes and to provide a treatment alternative to prosecution.  The Portland Police Bureau Central Precinct enhanced the SCT strategy, with plans to extend it to Northeast Southeast precincts.    


3.
During the 08-09 budget cycle, Council set aside $250K to fund services needed to address the escalating prostitution problem on 82nd and Sandy Boulevards.  This funding will provide treatment services and alternatives to prostitution for the East Service Coordination Team.  
4. This IGA will allow for funds to be transferred to Multnomah County to manage a contract with Lifeworks, Inc., an organization selected by the City of Portland through a competitive procurement process.  This IGA will provide funding for a 12 (twelve) month contract period beginning December 1, 2008.   

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to pass intergovernmental agreement (attached as Exhibit A) between the City of Portland and Multnomah County. 

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive the City of Portland and Multnomah County of the mutual benefits of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
