INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

CITY OF PORTLAND 

AND

MULTNOMAH COUNTY   

AGREEMENT TO FUND SERVICES THAT PROVIDE ALTERNATIVES TO PROSTITUTION 
This Agreement dated this 24th of November 2008 (“Agreement”), is made and entered into by and between the City of Portland, Office of the Mayor (“City”) and Multnomah County Department of Community Justice (County).  Individually, either the City or Multnomah County may be referenced as a “party” and collectively as the “parties.”  

RECITALS:
A.
The City and County are committed to making comprehensive services that provide an alternative to prostitution available to sex workers in Portland.  

B. 
The City of Portland utilizes the services of the Multnomah County jail, Parole and Probation, Substance Abuse and Mental Health treatment services, the District Attorney’s Office, and the courts and desires to partner in this effort.  

C.  County agrees to manage a contract with Lifeworks, Inc. (an organization selected by the City of Portland through a competitive procurement process), to provide trauma counseling, information and referral, employment, treatment, and other support services to sex workers   referred from the police,  court system or probation or parole officers.   

D. City wishes to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with   County for the management of the contract with Lifeworks, Inc. to provide the professional treatment and support services; and to collaborate with the Portland Police Bureau and the Services Coordination Team (East Precinct).      

AGREEMENT:

  I.  Statement of Services

A.    County agrees to manage, on behalf of City, a professional services contract with Lifeworks, Inc. Management of the contract will include the following:

1.
Bi-annual updates on the data supplied by Lifeworks, Inc. to Multnomah County to the Portland Police Bureau, to include demographics of the sex workers receiving services and treatment completion information.  
2.
Negotiate a professional services contract with Lifeworks, Inc. based upon City’s procurement process which selected Lifeworks, Inc. to provide services specified above.   
3.
The total amount of $250,000.00 paid to County by City will be expended for services provided by Lifeworks, Inc. under the contract specified in I.A,2 above, and County will not charge an administrative fee for its services under this Agreement.


B. City will provide $250,000.00 to County which shall be expended solely to pay for services provided by Lifeworks, Inc.       


C. City, through the Portland Police Bureau, will provide staff input in the planning phase as it relates to any applicable City policies and procedures.

  II. Term


A.  This agreement shall commence on December 1, 2008 and shall continue through June 30, 2010.  It is expected the majority of the money will be expended by November 30, 2009. 


B.  Either party may terminate this agreement upon giving 30 days written notice to the other party.  For purposes of termination the notice shall be given to the Office of the Mayor, City of Portland, and to the Multnomah County’s Office of the Chair. 

III. PAYMENT


A.  The City shall pay Multnomah County $250,000.00 to pass through to Lifeworks, Inc. as manager of the Lifeworks, Inc. contract according the terms of said contract. 


B. County shall provide an invoice no later than the 30th of December 2008 to the Office of the Mayor, City of Portland for the full amount of $250,000.00 the City shall make payment on said invoice within 30 days of receipt.

IV. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS  

A.  Indemnification:   Multnomah County will indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, employees and agents, within the limits of the Oregon Tort Claims Act and the Oregon Constitution, from any and all claims, losses, damages, attorney fees, costs and liabilities arising out of the acts or omissions of Multnomah County in the performance of this agreement.  City will indemnify, defend and hold harmless Multnomah County, its officers, employees and agents from any an all claims, losses, damages, attorney fees, costs and liabilities arising out of the acts or omissions of its employees and agents in the performance of this agreement within the limits of the Oregon Tort Claims Act and the Oregon Constitution.  

E.  Entire Agreement:  The parties agree that this agreement is the entire agreement between them, and that no other promises have been made by either party, either express or implied that are not contained herein. 

F.  Governing Law:  The parties agree that this agreement shall be construed according the law of the State of Oregon without reference to its choice of law provisions.   

G.  Amendment:  The parties agree that this agreement shall not be amended, unless such amendment is in writing and signed by both parties and approved by the City Attorney’s office.   Any and all amendments may have to be approved by the City Council in order to be legally binding on City.  

 H.  Assignment: This Agreement or any interest therein shall not be assigned or subcontracted to any other person or entity without the prior written consent of the other party. 
 I.  Approval by City Council:   This agreement must be approved by the Portland City Council before it is effective.
