ORDINANCE No. 182379
* Authorize a grant to Portland Impact to help fund the building of a new community park at Marysville Elementary School (Ordinance).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:
1. Portland Impact, whose mission is to alleviate the affects of poverty by promoting self-sufficiency, is a non-profit organization coordinating the rehabilitation of the Marysville Elementary School playground into a community park.

2.         The Marysville Advisory Council, in partnership with Portland Impact, is a group of community members working together to assist Marysville Elementary School in achieving their mission of providing all children in their community an excellent education and the supports and opportunities necessary to help children and their families to be successful.

2.
Members of the Advisory Council and other volunteers have been working for three years to make this park a reality. The Council has collaborated with Portland Impact, Portland Public Schools, Portland Parks and Recreation and others.
3.
The park benefits include: school and community access to an environmentally friendly park and playground, safe attractive handicapped accessible play structures for children of all ages, covered shelters for outdoor play and neighborhood gatherings, adequate lighting to provide security and extended day use, and sports fields that can be used by Portland Parks and Recreation
4.
Council wishes to show its support for the students of Marysville Elementary School and the larger community by providing funding for the Marysville Park located at 78th and SE Raymond.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety is hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $366,238 in one-time funds to Portland Impact substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this Ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow Portland Impact to expeditiously proceed with procuring appropriate services would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
