ORDINANCE No. 182381
*Authorize contract for the construction of NE 122nd and Airport Way Improvements Project (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Port of Portland is required to make improvements at the intersection of 122nd Avenue and Airport Way, in accordance with the Conditional Use Master Plan prepared for the Portland International Airport and the Environmental Impact Statement for the Portland International Center.
2. The Port of Portland and the City of Portland entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement for the City to manage and construct several projects on City facilities including this project.  As part of the agreement the Port of Portland agreed to be responsible for the funding of this project. The Port of Portland has funded a total of $1,207,000 for this project.
3. The Contract Drawings and Specifications are completed and the project is ready to go to bid in December, 2008. 

4. The budget for this action is included in Adopted Budget for FY 2005-06 for the City of Portland Office of Transportation (AU 159). 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That a bid and contract award be authorized with the most favorable bidder as designated by the Council.

b. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Transportation Fund, AU 159 when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Project design has been completed, we have the funds and can have a contractor on board this year and it will be an incentive to the economy; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
