ORDINANCE No. 182383
Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to allow the Northeast Sandy Boulevard Safety Improvements Project to be constructed by the City in accordance with the Local Agency Certification Program  (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
By the authority granted in Local Agency Certification Program Agreement MCA No. 21,492 incorporated herein and by this reference made a part hereof, the State of Oregon, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as “State” may enter into this Supplemental Project Agreement with the City, acting by and through its elected officials, hereinafter referred to as “Agency” for the performance of work on this project.
2.
The Certification Program allows State to certify a Local Agency’s procedures and delegates authority to the certified Local Agency to administer federal aid projects that are not on the National Highway System.
3.
The project in the Supplemental Project Agreement is one of the required test projects that constitute conditional certification described in Certification Program Agreement.
4.
The Agency agrees to upgrade the existing eight inch traffic signals with 12 inch signal heads with backboards and mast arms; install vehicular loop detection; upgrade the signing and striping, expecially at the 37th and 39th Ave approaches, with overhead signs for advance lane control and management of the turning movements.
5.
Local Agency Agreement MCA No. 23,065 was made and entered into by and between State and the Agency for this Project; and this Agreement shall supersede and replace MCA No. 23,065 in its entirety.  MCA No. 23,065 is terminated upon execution of the Agreement.  Bills for preliminary engineering work incurred prior to the replacement of MCA No. 23,065 can be invoiced by Agency and paid for by State under this Agreement.
6.
The total estimated cost of the project is $748,000, which is subject to change.  The Project shall be conducted as part of the Hazard Elimination System Program (HEP) under Title 23, United States Code.  HEP funds for this project shall be limited to $689,806.  The project will be financed with HEP funds at the maximum allowable federal participating amount, with the Agency providing the match and any non-participating costs, including all costs in excess of the available federal funds.  Federal funds, along with the local match, are enough to fully fund the engineering and construction of the improvements.

7.
The Supplemental Agreement provides for the project to be constructed by the City under the City/ODOT Certification agreement. (Contract No. 52582)
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NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute this agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, similar in form to the agreement attached to the original of this ordinance, by reference made a part of.
