ORDINANCE No. 182401
* Authorize acquisition of two lots from Asqhar R. Sadri and authorize acceptance of deeds and payments of expenses as a component of the Grey to Green Initiative. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In November of 2007 the Grey to Green Initiative was launched to address principal elements of the Portland Watershed Management Plan implementation, which includes acquiring 420 acres of key natural resource lands from 2008-2012.

2. The Bureau of Environmental Services has determined that significant water quality, hydrologic, and wildlife benefits will occur as a result of the City's acquisition and management of the properties and that their acquisition would serve watershed function and the public interest.
3. The properties (collectively referred to as the Property) to be conveyed are:

4. Asqhar R. Sadri has accepted an offer from the Bureau of Environmental Services to purchase the Property for $210,000 with closing costs and other expenses estimated to be $4,000. One-time site stabilization costs are estimated to be $5,000 to prepare the properties for public ownership. Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund FY 2008-2009 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, WBS element E08905.L65.
5. Parks has agreed to accept responsibility for on-going management of the BES-owned parcels under Exhibit A.  The Director of Parks and Recreation estimates that the O&M cost will be $5382 per year.  
6. That the fair market value of the Property may be in excess of the purchase price, and, that, the Seller, at the Seller’s expense, may commission an appraisal of the Property, by a Certified General Appraiser licensed within the State of Oregon, with the purpose of the appraisal being a fair market assessment of the Property for donation purposes.  If the appraisal finds the fair market value of the Property to be in excess of the purchase price, the City will consider the excess value to be a donation to the City.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services, or designee, is authorized to execute closing documents and all other necessary documents, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, accepting the Property described in Exhibit A as soon as all the contingencies in the sales agreements have been removed; 


b. 
The Director of BES, or designee, requests the Bureau Accounting Office to prepare one (1) wire transfer journal from the City Treasury for not-to-exceed amount of $214,000.
c. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized and directed to accept a deed from the party named above conveying the Property to the City of Portland, and to pay the agreed upon purchase price, property taxes and closing costs as required.

d. BES retains ownership of the Property. The Property is designated as Natural Area and will be managed by Portland Parks & Recreation Bureau.  The Director of Parks is directed to add 3.65 acres of the Property to the City's Natural Area Park inventory.
e. In accepting responsibility for this park site, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the on-going maintenance costs for Parks, currently estimated to total $5382.  The council directs the inclusion of this amount in the Parks FY 2009-10 Budget.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would prevent the completion of the land acquisition, and because funds for purchase by the City are available now; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage by Council.
