ORDINANCE No. 182402
* Authorize procurement of six traffic signals for the East Burnside/Couch Couplet Project (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Burnside Transportation and Urban Design Plan was adopted by City Council in December 2002. The Plan includes couplet improvements for East Burnside and NE Couch Streets from NE 14th Avenue to NE 3rd Avenue.

2. The Burnside/Couch Transportation and Urban Design Plan Technical Refinements document was completed in June 2005. The technical refinements document further develops the couplet design and prepares the project to begin preliminary engineering.

3. City Council passed Resolution #36388 on March 8, 2006, directing the Portland Office of Transportation to begin preliminary engineering.

4. Local funds collected through the Transportation System Development Charge will fund the procurement of the traffic signals.
 

5. It is in the best interest of the City of Portland to acquire six traffic signals prior to the larger project bid to reduce the length of the construction phase and minimize inconvenience to the public. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Purchases Bureau is authorized  under the guidelines of Section 5.33 of the Portland City Code to competitively solicit procurement  for six traffic signals. 

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because timing will be crucial and delay could impact the success of the construction project; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
