ORDINANCE No. 182404
*Authorize a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the South Waterfront Neighborhood Park Project (Ordinance).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Parks & Recreation, in partnership with Portland Development Commission, have a need to construct a new public Neighborhood Park in the South Waterfront District.
2. The construction of the new Neighborhood Park meets the goals of the South Waterfront District Plan (ORD 177082).
3. Project cost is not-to-exceed $3,000,000.  Cost estimate level of confidence is optimal.  Funds are provided by Portland Development Commission through the IGA 52052 (8/22/03), Amendment 1, (10/13/06), and the 07-08 Annual Scope of Work.

4. Portland Parks & Recreation estimates that the annual on-going operations and maintenance (O&M) cost will be $204,700 per year and a one-time start up cost of $43,900. The ongoing costs reflect an intensely developed site and the start up cost relate primarily to the care of new trees. 

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Parks & Recreation and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the purposes described in Section 1.

b.
In accepting responsibility for the new improvements, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the annual on going maintenance costs estimated at $204,700 per year and the one-time stabilization cost of $43,900 and directs the Bureau of Financial Planning to transfer this ongoing funding to the Parks CAL effective when the park is complete.

c.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the project when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

d.
The Commissioner of Parks & Recreation and Auditor are hereby authorized to provide for payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the appropriate authorities.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid further delay in the executing the construction contract which will adversely impact the City’s ability to meet the schedule for the improvement project; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
