ORDINANCE No. 182406
Accept a donation and authorize agreement for the development of the fountain and deck portions of the Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza and Street Improvements project and name the new fountain the Bill Naito Legacy Fountain  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Parks and Recreation has completed the process of designing the Waterfront Park-Ankeny Improvement project.  Notice to Proceed was issued by PDC to Brown Contracting, Inc. on June 26, 2008.  The construction is expected to be completed by March of 2009.

2. The Portland Parks Foundation has assisted Anne Naito Campbell in a campaign to raise $750,000 in funds for the purpose of constructing a fountain and curved cantilevered deck within Waterfront Park as part of the Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza and Street Improvements project, necessary for the proposed relocation of Saturday Market.   
3. The Foundation wishes to transfer, and Parks wishes to accept, these funds, to be used for the construction of a water feature and curved cantilevered deck as part of the Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza and Street Improvements project.
4.
The City will receive a gift of at least $750,000 to be applied to the costs of the Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza and Street Improvements project.  The Fountain funds will be paid in two installments; the first $350,000 payment to PP&R occurred on or before June 30, 2008.  The second $350,000 installment to PP&R occurred on or before September 30, 2008.  A minimum $50,000 gift towards the cantilevered deck will be transferred to PP&R no later than February 15, 2009.

Portland Parks Foundation and Portland Parks & Recreation have negotiated the terms of the donation as set forth in the attached Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza Support Agreement, and Amendment, which have been approved as to form by the City Attorney (Exhibits A and E).

The Portland Parks & Recreation Naming Policy (2007) authorizes naming recreational facilities for outstanding individuals who have made a “sustained and lasting contribution” to the City of Portland.  Bill Naito has made a sustained and lasting contribution to the City of Portland, as a businessman and true citizen, tireless champion for renewal of Portland’s Old Town and historic buildings, and as an advocate for planting trees and improving parks. The PP&R Naming Committee approved naming the fountain “Bill Naito Legacy Fountain” (Exhibit B).  The fountain basin will be a circular plaza with broad stone stadium seating steps.  Text will be engraved on the seating steps, honoring those who contributed to Portland’s legacy (Exhibit C). Exhibit D outlines the text which will be engraved on the seating steps honoring Bill Naito and donors who contributed to the fountain.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Director of Parks is authorized to execute the Waterfront Park, Ankeny Plaza and Street Improvements Support Agreement, in a form substantially similar to the form of agreement attached to this Ordinance, and to accept, on behalf of the City of Portland, the donation of $750,000, in accordance with that Agreement, and Amendment.

b. The Director of Parks is authorized to transfer $750,000, or the maximum amount raised by Portland Parks Foundation less administrative costs, up to $98,467 in Parks SDC funding, and a $215,712 payment to PP&R from Bureau of Environmental Services in lieu of restoring the project site after the Combined Sewer Overflow (CSO) project and for use of the site for its project, to the Portland Development Commission, in accordance with the Intergovernmental Agreement between Portland Parks and Recreation and Portland Development Commission.

c. The Director of Parks is authorized to accept “Bill Naito Legacy Fountain” as the name for the new Waterfront Park fountain.
