ORDINANCE No. 182409
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University to carry out the Communities of Color Research Project (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The community members who reside in Portland come from all walks of life and from countries around the world;
2. Economic and cultural factors make it difficult for governmental agencies to collect accurate demographic data about the diverse Portland community;

3. The Coalition of Communities of Color, a consortium of community groups,  has requested financial assistance and participation from the City of Portland and Multnomah County for a research project to address this issue, and Multnomah County has committed to this project.
4. Portland State University has an interest and the ability to carry out the research project.
5. Under the direction of the Coalition of Communities of Color, Portland State University will conduct research on six specified communities of color.  The purpose of this research will be to identify how these communities determine the size of their membership using demographic or other available data; to examine the cultural accuracy of data used to influence city policies by gaining the advice of each participating community on how their members’ experience compares with social indicators or specific city-funded services; and to make recommendations regarding data collection and analysis approaches that would result in more culturally-effective policies for the City of Portland.  Participating communities include African American; African Immigrant; Asian, Native Hawaiian, and Pacific Islander; Native American; Hispanic/Latino, and Slavic communities.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor of Portland and the City Auditor are authorized to execute an IGA  with Portland State University, substantially in the form of Exhibit A, for the purpose described in Section 1 in the amount of $50,000.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Bureau of Planning when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that PSU may begin work in  December, 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
