ORDINANCE No. 182414
Authorize School Funding Agreement with Parkrose School District for the Parkrose Teen Parent Daycare Center (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Parkrose School District in conjunction with Safe Place for Children & Families provides a teen parent daycare center at no charge to Parkrose High School students who are parents of children aged 6 weeks to 3 years.

2. The Parkrose Teen Parent Daycare Center provides a vital resource to teen parents.  The daycare center services enable teen parents to stay in school and complete their high school education. 
3. Parkrose School District has budgeted $50,000 for the Center for the school year 2008-09, but needs an additional $50,000 to keep the daycare center open for the entire school year.   
4. During the Fall 2008 Budget Monitoring Process, the City Council allocated $183,000 for the Children’s Receiving Center (CRC).  In March of 2008, Ordinance 181680, Council approved a grant with Christie Care for the CRC.  In November of 2008, the grant, No. 37926, for the CRC was terminated by Christie Care.  $15,250 in unused funds and $5,573 will be refunded to the City under this grant for a total of $20,823.  In addition, $11,000 in funds initially earmarked for Portland International Raceway (PIR) is unused.  
5. Council wishes to reallocate $20,000 of the funds from the CRC Special Appropriation to the Parkrose School District for the Parkrose Teen Parent Daycare Center. 
6. Council wishes to reallocate $11,000 of the funds from the PIR Special Appropriation to the Parkrose School District for the Parkrose Teen Parent Daycare Center.
7. Council wishes to allocate $19,000 from the General Fund Contingency to the Parkrose School District for the Parkrose Teen Parent Daycare Center.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

A) The City of Portland designates and authorizes the funding contained in this ordinance to be a grant.  The Commissioner of Public Affairs is authorized, on behalf of the City, to enter into a School Agreement with the Parkrose School District, as substantially set forth in Exhibit A attached to this ordinance. 
B) The funding for the attached agreement shall come from non-property tax derived revenue.  

C) The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver a check of $50,000 to the Parkrose School district chargeable to the FY 2008-09 Children’s Receiving Center Special Appropriation.
D) The Office of Management & Finance is directed in the winter 2009 Budget Monitoring Process to transfer $11,000 from PIR Special Appropriation and $19,000 from General Fund contingency to the Children’s Receiving Center Special Appropriation.
