ORDINANCE No.   182419
*Revise the Information Technology Flexible Services contracts to expand the number of contracts awarded in Service Category One (Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 182276)
The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Ordinance No. 182276 was passed by Council on October 15, 2008 enabling the City to award 78 Professional, Technical and Expert (PTE) contracts, in 14 service categories. 
2. The Bureau of Technology Services has chosen to expand the number of contracts awarded for Service Category One (1):  General Applications Development to an additional six (6) vendors, as listed in Exhibit A.
3. Of the six (6) additional vendors, four (4) are State of Oregon certified Minority owned Business Enterprise, Woman owned Business Enterprise and Emerging Small Business (M/W/ESB) firms.  All vendors are compliant with the Equal Benefits program.
4. Ordinance No. 182276, passed on October 15, 2008, did not include these additional vendors. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. Ordinance No. 182276 is amended to award contracts to the six (6) vendors as shown in Exhibit A.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that the contracts can be executed so the City may respond to bureau needs without delay; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
