CONTRACT NO.  38094
Citizen Participation through Neighborhood Associations and District Coalitions

Recitals:

1. Pursuant to Ordinance No. 181967, a grant was made and entered into on the 30th day of June, 2008 by and between Central Northeast Neighbors, hereinafter called Grantee, and the City of Portland, a municipal corporation of the State of Oregon, by and through its duly authorized representatives, hereinafter called City.

2. Due to the collaborative work of Central Northeast Neighbors (CNN) with the Inter-Bureau Task Force (IBTF) in regards to outreach to the Somali refugee community in the past year, The City grants $20,000 to CNN for a limited duration continuation of such outreach in coordination with the work of the IBTF.  Compensation, billing and payment procedures are specified below.

The contract is hereby amended as follows:

1. Page 5 of 28, add the following in Exhibit A(1), Section I, A., B, 3, titled “Foster Networking and Collaboration…” as follows:

“Coordinate outreach and engagement activities with the Somali refugee community in coordination with the Inter-Bureau Task Force, as part of their strategy to successfully accomplish task force objectives related to neighborhood livability and crime prevention efforts in NE Portland and other locations as necessary.  In addition to the IBTF, this project will involve working in partnership with the City’s Office of Neighborhood Involvement (Crime Prevention Center) and Office of Human Relations as well as the following community organizations: Somali Women’s Association, Immigrant Refugee Community Organization, Center for Intercultural Organizing, and Cully Neighborhood Association.”

Page 9 of 28, add the following in Exhibit A(1), Section I, C, 3, c, titled Foster Networking and Collaboration… as follows: 
“c. Function:  Coordinate outreach and engagement activities with the Somali refugee community in coordination with the Inter-Bureau Task Force, as part of their strategy to successfully accomplish task force objectives related to neighborhood livability and crime prevention efforts in NE Portland and other locations as necessary.
i. Result: Increased capacity of CNN, IBTF and immigrant/refugee community organizations to engage the Somali refugee community in neighborhood livability and crime prevention issues related to the work of the IBTF in Cully and surrounding neighborhoods.  

ii.  Measurement: Provide quarterly narrative of tools, methods, and best practices employed to engage the Somali refugee community in neighborhood livability and crime prevention issues related to the work of the IBTF in Cully and surrounding neighborhoods.”
2. Page 20 of 28, change the following in Exhibit A(1), Section III, A, 1, titled AMOUNT OF GRANT AND PAYMENTS:
“ 1.  The City agrees to fund the GRANTEE in an amount not to exceed $290,118 for core program work for the period July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, provided the terms and conditions of this grant are met. The payment shall be full compensation for work performed, for services rendered, and for all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to perform the work and services.”
and add the following sub-section III, A, 1, iv.:

“iv. Of this amount $20,000 is specifically for outreach to Somali refugee community as specified in Section I, A., B, 3 and Section I, C, 3, c.”

All other terms and conditions shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
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
