ORDINANCE No. 182423
*Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County to provide $10,000 toward the development of an Early Childhood Trauma Response System  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. The City of Portland and Multnomah County routinely coordinate and collaborate to maximize efficiency and leverage funding on projects that affect its residents.  
2. 
Multnomah County does not have a centralized system for referral, assessment and 
treatment of trauma in young children; service providers have a need for training in 
childhood trauma identification, assessment, and intervention; and agencies struggle 
to coordinate services and access information, leading to a fragmented early  
childhood system of care. 
3. 
This IGA will provide funds toward formalizing a Trauma Response System for 
children ages 0-6 that:
a. is broad enough to include first responders (police, fire, child care workers) and services for prevention, intervention and life preservation; and 
b. to enhance its capacity to identify and intervene before trauma occurs and to respond to the needs of the traumatized. 
  5.   
The City of Portland and Multnomah County, will contribute $10,000 each to secure 
additional leverage private foundation funding to develop an early childhood trauma 
system.
6. 
The IGA is for a one-year term; sufficient appropriation resides in the Mayor’s Office 
Local Public Safety Coordinating fund.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an Inter-Governmental Agreement (IGA) with Multnomah County substantially in accordance with the Contract attached hereto as Exhibit A and by reference made a part hereof.

b. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks payable to Multnomah County chargeable to Mayor’s Office Local Public Safety account in an amount not to exceed $10,000 during this fiscal year when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Mayor’s term of office ends on December 31, 2008; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
