INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

CITY OF PORTLAND 

AND

MULTNOMAH COUNTY   

AGREEMENT TO FUND AN EARLY  CHILDHOOD TRAUMA RESPONSE SYSTEM  
This Agreement dated this (“Agreement”), is made and entered into by and between the City of Portland, Office of the Mayor (“City”) and Multnomah County (County).  Individually, either the City or Multnomah County may be referenced as a “party” and collectively as the “parties.”  

RECITALS:
A.
The City and County are committed to contributing to comprehensive services to address the incidence of early childhood trauma.  

B. 
The City of Portland partners with Multnomah County to provide services for at risk, vulnerable, and victims of crime and the effects of crime, disorder, and disasters.    

C.  County agrees to manage a grant to the Children’s Relief Nursery (CRN) to develop an Early Childhood Trauma Response System because infants make up the largest single group of child abuse and neglect victims; and children ages 0-3 are at the greatest risk for damage from trauma because these years are critical for brain development.   

D. City wishes to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement with   County for the management of a grant contract with CRN to provide the leadership in the development of a coordinated city-county trauma response system that will include first responders (police, fire, childcare workers) and services for prevention, intervention and life preservation.        

AGREEMENT:

  I.  Statement of Services


A.    County will manage a grant to Children’s Relief Nursery (CRN) for the purpose of developing a Childhood Trauma Response System for victims of child abuse and neglect in the age range of 0-3 years of age.  The grant shall require CRN to coordinate the development of a trauma response system to address the needs of this victim group, and shall require CRN to provide to the City/County Panel on Early Childhood Trauma bi-annual updates on its progress. 
 
B. City will provide $10,000 to County which shall be expended solely as grant money to CRN for the development of childhood trauma response system.  Since this is a funds pass-through, the County will not charge an administrative fee for its services.  

       
 C. County will also provide $10,000 in grant funds to CRN for development of the trauma response system.
  II. Term

A.  This agreement shall commence on December 20, 2008 and shall continue through June 30, 2009.  

B.  Either party may terminate this agreement upon giving 30 days written notice to the other party.  For purposes of termination the notice shall be given to the Office of the Mayor, City of Portland, and to the Multnomah County’s Office of the Chair. 

III. PAYMENT

County shall provide an invoice no later than the 30th of December 2008 to the Office of the Mayor, City of Portland for the full amount of $10,000; the City shall make payment on said invoice within 30 days of receipt.

IV. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS  


A.  Indemnification:   Multnomah County will indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Portland, its officers, employees and agents, within the limits of the Oregon Tort Claims Act and the Oregon Constitution, from any and all claims, losses, damages, attorney fees, costs and liabilities arising out of the acts or omissions of Multnomah County in the performance of this agreement.  City will indemnify, defend and hold harmless Multnomah County, its officers, employees and agents from any an all claims, losses, damages, attorney fees, costs and liabilities arising out of the acts or omissions of its employees and agents in the performance of this agreement within the limits of the Oregon Tort Claims Act and the Oregon Constitution.  

E.  Entire Agreement:  The parties agree that this agreement is the entire agreement between them, and that no other promises have been made by either party, either express or implied that are not contained herein. 

F.  Governing Law:  The parties agree that this agreement shall be construed according the law of the State of Oregon without reference to its choice of law provisions. 
G.  Amendment:  The parties agree that this agreement shall not be amended, unless such amendment is in writing and signed by both parties and approved by the City Attorney’s office.   Any and all amendments may have to be approved by the City Council in order to be legally binding on City. 
 H.  Assignment: This Agreement or any interest therein shall not be assigned or subcontracted to any other person or entity without the prior written consent of the other party.
 I.  Approval by City Council:   This agreement must be approved by the Portland City Council before it is effective.
