ORDINANCE No. 182426
Authorize Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation to define roles and responsibilities for real property to be obtained and used as part of right of way for road, street or construction of public improvements for the East Burnside/Couch Couplet project. (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Burnside Transportation and Urban Design Plan was adopted by City Council in December 2002. The Plan includes couplet improvements for East Burnside and Couch Streets from NE 14th Avenue to NE 3rd Avenue.

2. The Burnside/Couch Transportation and Urban Design Plan Technical Refinements document was completed in June 2005. The technical refinements document further develops the couplet design and prepares the project to begin preliminary engineering.

3. City Council passed Resolution #36388 on March 8, 2006, directing the Portland Office of Transportation to begin engineering.

4. City Council passed Ordinance #180242 on June 21, 2006, authorizing the City and the Oregon Department of Transportation to enter into Contract No. 52687 to provide funds for the design of the East Burnside and Couch Couplet Project.
5. The Agreement clarifies that the Oregon Department of Transportation will allow the City to perform right-of-way services using non-federal funds required for the project. 
6. Acquisition for right-of-way is required to accomplish the necessary public improvements along East Burnside, NE Couch Street and NE 3rd Avenue through NE 14th Avenue.

7. The Bureau’s level of confidence in performing the required project right-of-way services is moderate. Preliminary inventory of needed property is complete and remaining work is scheduled.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Oregon Department of Transportation, in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached to the original of this Ordinance.
b. The Auditor is authorized to return the executed Agreement to the Oregon Department of Transportation, 123 NW Flanders Street, Portland Oregon 97205,  ATTN:  Penelope Lee.
