Authorize a Letter of Agreement with AFSCME Council 75 Local 189-2 authorizing employees grandfathered into the Senior Emergency Communication Dispatcher classification under the terms of the April 23, 20007 agreements shall remain in that classification until such time as fire certification training is made available to them. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland and AFSCME  Council  75 Local 189-2 (Union) are parties to a Collective Bargaining Agreement , the term of which is July 1, 2006 to June 30, 2010.
2.
Current employees who are ECO II's and are police certified but not yet certified in fire will move to the Senior Dispatcher salary range and will have 12 months from the effective date of this MOA to obtain their fire certification. If the fire certification requirements are not met within that 12 month period, the employee will be reclassified to the Emergency Communications Police Dispatcher salary range and red circled. 
3. The Bureau has been challenged with trying to provide the required fire certification training within the 12 month period ending April 22, 2008.

4    Management’s position is that uncertified Senior Emergency Communications Dispatchers     should not be penalized because the training has been delayed.  

5.   The parties have executed a formal Letter of Agreement authorizing the affected Senior        Emergency Communications Dispatchers to remain in this classification pending fire dispatch training. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a Letter of Agreement between the City and AFSCME Council 75 Local 189-2 (Union) in accordance with the Letter of Agreement attached as Exhibit A.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that this compensation action may occur without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
